Inspector Horner gave the following report.

Through March there had been twelve ANPR operations with good results, plus arrests for associated drug problems and vehicle offences.

Inspector Horner answered queries regarding the purse chains/key chains.  Councillor Roberts reported that the chains which had been handed out were not workable. Inspector Horner promise investigate further.

Headcams – Inspector Horner had spoken to the Press Officer the previous week who would be sorting out publicity.  He confirmed that the headcams would be insured and maintained by the Police.

Councillor Akhtar reported on anti-social behaviour near Sandywood Street behind the Conservative Club. Tenants were drinking in the streets.  Inspector Horner said police were aware and were working in three areas on similar problems.

Inspector Horner was still waiting to hear from his superiors regarding the future of the post of Community Contact Point Liaison Officer. He confirmed that there were no threats to the Contact Points.

TEMPLE STREET SIGNAGE

Councillor Hussain produced three photographs showing apparently conflicting signs in Temple Street.  One sign indicated ‘Except for Access’, another ‘Un-adopted’, and the third ‘One Way’. Car owners had parked under the ‘Un-adopted’ sign and been ticketed.  A discussion took place on the problems of the confusing messages which the signs gave.

ISSUES AT OCCUPATION LANE

Pursuant to Minute 2010/42 Councillor Mitchell reminded members that the Committee had funded ‘Bridleway’ signs in Occupation Lane but it was now felt that these should be re-located closer to Oakworth Road.  Residents had requested similar signs at the junction of Occupation Lane and Cambourne Way which would cost in the region of £403 but Highways had refused permission.

A meeting of residents had expressed concern at the number of heavy vehicles using Occupation Lane up to the farm. Another access to the farm was being considered but this would not take large wagons.

RESOLVED

That the signs at the Occupation Lane / Oakworth Road junction be relocated nearer Oakworth Road.

The Clerk indicated that the District Council has a duty to erect signposts at every point where a footpath or bridleway or a byway open to all traffic leaves a metal road unless the Parish Council agrees with the District Council that a sign is not necessary.  Parish Councils shall ensure that the District Council complies with this statutory duty. (Countryside Act 1968 s.27 as amended by the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 s.65)

In the light of the information supplied the Clerk was requested to negotiate payment for relocation of the signs with the District Council.  Councillor Mitchell would also talk to newly-elected Keighley West Ward District Councillor Dredge about the situation.
