REPORT ON WORKS BY NORTHERN GAS WORKS IN CONEY LANE

Councillor Westerman reported that he had spoken to Officer David Greenwood regarding the diversion and held a site meeting last Thursday.  Mr John Mitchell advised that the proprietors were not advised that the whole road would be closed.  Mr Greenwood reported that the whole road needed to be closed in order to locate three junctions and lay a new pipe.  The works were necessary due to recent gas leaks in the area.  Mr Greenwood also advised that he had received assurance from Enterprise Contractors that all proprietors had been advised of the whole road closure.  Mr Mitchell confirmed that further signage had now been put in place and had further requested that publicity be placed in the Keighley News to advise that businesses were open as usual.  There is further concern as a boarded up business at the East Parade end of Coney Lane together with restricted pedestrian access makes the entire block appear closed.  

Councillor Westerman agreed to speak to the Keighley News to obtain publicity that the businesses were open as usual.

Councillor Westerman also agreed to speak to Enterprise Contractors regarding access for deliveries to Andrews Electrical.

Councillor Mitchell noted with regret that District Councillors and the proprietors appeared not to have been in contact on this issue.

TO CONSIDER NEW REQUESTS FOR GRIT BINS WITHIN THE PARISH 

Councillor Mitchell reported that Town Council currently pays to have 12 grit bins filled across the Parish and asked whether there were any further locations in which grit bins were required.

It was noted that care should be taken that a proposed Town Council bin is not located near to an existing District Council bin and that any new bins should be bolted down.

It was agreed to ask the Town Clerk to look into liability insurance with regard to new bins, and to send a memo to all Members asking them to nominate any location requiring a new grit bin.

Councillor Mitchell agreed to speak to Highways to establish whether they would support the Town Council purchasing, installing and filling its own grit bins.
