Test purchase operations were also undertaken in local off licenses. There was relatively little anti-social behaviour on Bonfire Night and Mischief Night.  The trial relating to the incident in Belgrave Road is still ongoing.

Work continues to address the issues at Ingrow Skate Park.  Councillor Roberts expressed concern that the Skate Park is not being locked and opened as was promised.  It was acknowledged that locking and opening the Park is not the responsibility of the Police.  Inspector Horner agreed that Sergeant Fox should speak to Oakbank School to clarify the position.
