Councillor Mitchell advised that in an emergency Keighley & Worth Valley Railway staff are often told by West Yorkshire Police contact centre staff to contact British Transport Police, which is incorrect due to the railway’s heritage status.  Inspector Horner advised that emergency calls would be routed to a local contact centre at some point in the future which should help matters.  He also reported that he would flag the issue with the current contact centre along with additional training around issues specific to the railway for officers. 

It was queried whether there was any feedback following the recent interviews with Cavendish Street proprietors regarding the gentleman sleeping in doorways.  Inspector Horner agreed to look into this and feed back at a future meeting.
