GUARDHOUSE ALLOTMENT SITE UPDATE
Mr Parry provided on overview of recent developments on the site.  It was explained that several new partners have come forward to express an interest in the past few weeks.  There are now approximately 16 partners waiting to move into plots on the site.
It was explained that the asbestos has now been safely removed from the site.  The additional cost for this clearance will be covered by some readjusting of the cost of the fencing for the site.  Confirmation is now awaited that the electricity supply to the site has been disconnected before contractors can move on site to began Phase 1 of the project.  It was explained that tenants will be asked to provide a percentage of any revenue made from selling produce on the site, as a contribution to the Town Council in lieu of rent.
