The committee suggested that a Cliff Richard tribute also be looked into as well as local bands playing 50’s music.  Councillor Brooksbank was given the go ahead to book the accordion band to play in the Civic Centre whilst people looked around at the exhibition of 50’s clothing.  They are the Craven Accordion Orchestra at a cost of £100.

Several other themes were suggested for the Queens Jubilee including Queen for the Day, street parties, a firework finale and red, white and blue bunting.
