Nirmal Bassi stated that he is looking into organising a market for The Aire Do.  As it is the Queens Jubilee year, it was recommended that the name of the Aire Do would remain as The Aire Do 2012 but the parade would be called the Jubilee Carnival Parade.

The Deputy Town Clerk informed the meeting that she had booked the band Eddie Earthquake and The Tremors for the 50’s themed music on Church Green. She had also booked a Cliff Richard tribute called “Cliff … As If” and had managed to get a DVD of the coronation which could be played on a big screen in the Civic Centre. The Bus Museum would like to work with the Town Council on this project.  It is also ten years since the formation of the Town Council would should be given some recognition.
