ST GEORGES WEEKEND 29/30 APRIL 2011 
Nirmal Bassi is in talks with Bradford College regarding a two day market on Church Green.  Unfortunately the Arts Factory cannot make it this year.  Debbie Spink updated the committee on the entertainment for Saturday 30 April which includes wildlife and birds of prey, a band, Punch and Judy and the 400 roses belly dancers.  Nirmal also mentioned that he may have a market that would like to be positioned near the bus station.  

Debbie Spink informed the committee that she had had a meeting at the newly refurbished Central Hall and had been told that they would be having an indoor street party on Friday 29 April, with a large screen showing the Royal Wedding. The Airedale Centre and the market would be open as usual on that day.

VETERAN’S DAY – 25 JUNE 2011

Veteran’s Day will now take place in Bradford, Centenary Square on 25 June.  It was decided that rather than go it alone in Keighley we would join forces with Bradford Council thereby making a bigger event and sharing costs.  The band we had already booked The Nightflyers would be joining us in Bradford, also the Dad’s Army team that had been booked.  A bus would be organised from Keighley to take the veterans to Bradford on the day.

THE AIRE DO – 16/17 JULY 2011

The infrastructure for The Aire Do is in place although it was recommended that further quotes be obtained for security.  All four bands have been booked for Sunday 17 July but a further 3 or 4 were needed for Saturday 16 July – ACTION DEBBIE SPINK.  Marie Harris from The Musicians Centre will organise the bands for the marquee on the Saturday and play in her band the Sugartones later in the day.  


It was also discussed whether or not to use St Johns Ambulance for first aid this year or use a new firm Keighley First Aid Cover whose quote was around £150 cheaper than St Johns.  After some discussion and the fact that the new firm had a good reputation, it was decided to go with the cheaper quote.

Heritage Day will take place on Saturday 10 September 2011.  Unfortunately the open topped bus is not available on that date so another bus company will have to be contacted.  It had been suggested that Heritage Day take place on Sunday 11 September as the bus will be available on that date but, after discussion, it was decided by the committee that a Saturday was better to have Heritage Day as there are usually more people around the town on a Saturday.
