She also stated that some 



groups of people involved with the Big Lunch had arrived 


asking her where they should set up.  She wasn’t sure 


where they had got her contact from.  She also suggested 


that we needed more litter bins.  Mel Smith will provide 


these if asked.  The advertising of the event gave the 



impression that the children’s entertainment would take 


place on the Saturday as well.  This will be clearly 



identified on any advertising next year.  It was 
suggested 


that larger fairground rides be available on the Sunday.  


This will be looked into at future meetings of The Aire Do.  


Chris Knaggs stated that he had worked very well with AP 


Security who were very helpful and did a good job.    



Jamie Foxon and Tim Atkinson from Beat-Herder Ltd said 


that they had been very pleased with the PA this year,  


but stated that they would like prior warning regarding 


the stage management next year. They also said that 



they would like the specs from the bands a little earlier. 


The length of time taken for change over between bands 


was questioned.  It
was stated that 20 to 30 minutes was 


quite reasonable for this to take place.  It was also asked 


why the sound tent 
had to be in the middle in front of the 


stage as a few people had complained that it blocked 



their view.  It was stated that the sound tent has to be 



20 metres in front of the stage in the middle because it 


gives a better sound.   This happens at music concerts 


and festivals every where.



It was pointed out that the entertainment from the Urban 


Gypsies on the Saturday was very good and something 


similar could be arranged for the Sunday.




It was stated that the trade stand marquee was not a 



success with bands playing inside it.  The traders couldn’t 


talk to each other over the noise.  It was suggested that 


next year there is either a separate marquee for traders 


or an information board stating who the sponsors are with 


contact information and perhaps flyers for people to take 


away with them.  Even so three traders said that they 



enjoyed the event and would like to be involved next year.



It was noted that the programmes did not sell very well, 


even at just 50p.  It was suggested that we give them 



away for free before the event instead of giving out flyers. 


The banners that we had on display this year were good 


but it was suggested that more information be put on 



them.  For example, that The Aire Do is a music event.


A bar was suggested for next year as it is a good way of 


bringing in revenue.  This would be discussed at a later 


meeting.  It was also pointed out that the no glass policy 


worked very well this year.  People brought cans to the 


event and not bottles.



Overall it was agreed that the event was a success and 


should go ahead next year. Many very positive comments 


had been received from the general public via the website 


and Facebook which Councillor Wright read out to the 


committee. It was stated that the event no longer belongs 


to us but to the people of Keighley and, with the matters 


mentioned above resolved, could 
only go from strength to 


strength.
