SPECIAL PROJECTS UPDATE
Mr Parry tabled an update on the Civic Centre project.
Acceptance of offer: A delay has been suffered due to the interpretation of the contents of a letter from the Duke of Devonshire Estate.  This has been rectified and should be able to go to contract next week.

Planning: Mr Parry confirmed that planners have been involved throughout the preparation of the architect’s plans.

Tendering: Mr Parry advised that the terms and conditions will comply with the Standing Orders and Financial Regulations.  They will also include time limits and penalty clauses.
Shadow Working Board: Councillors Hudson, Philip, Ward and Wilson have put themselves forward.  Mr Parry would consider what additional expertise would be required in the future so that members with specific skills could be brought in if required.  It was confirmed that the Board would be available to offer advice, help and direction but that any major decisions would need to be put to full council. 
Police Contact Point: It was noted that a room had been identified in the building as a staff room for police and employees.
Tourism: Mr Parry has had meetings with the Bronte Partnership, Cliffe Castle and the College Star Centre 2.  They would all be interested in joining a global marketing scheme.  Cliffe Castle have agreed to transfer the civic silver as it is currently not on display.  Star Centre 2 are considering a joint venture for schools which would involve half day visits to both sites.
