TERRY SINGH – BRADFORD DOG WARDEN SERVICE, BRADFORD COUNCIL ATTENDING REGARDING DOG FOULING.

Mr Singh introduced himself to the meeting as Bradford MDC’s Dog/Animal Services Manager.  It was explained that the Dogs Fouling of Land Act 1987, has previously covered any area which the public access, with the exception of moorland and some other open spaces.  The Clean Neighbourhood Act 2006, provides Local Authorities with the ability to implement Dog Control Orders.

On 1 October 2010, Bradford MDC’s Executive Committee approved a proposal to implement a Dog Control Order cover the whole of the Bradford District.  The Control Order will be implemented from 1 January 2011, a publicity and education campaign is planned before enforcement begins in April 2011.  Signs will be erected around the perimeter of the Bradford District and in parks and open spaces, to inform members of the public of the new order.

Mr Singh provided clarification that the following officers are permitted to enforce dog fouling:  Dog Wardens, Park Rangers and Community Wardens, with Countryside Wardens soon to be given this permission.  Mr Singh explained that limited resources do mean that the Dog Wardens have to be responsive to calls, rather than undertaking routine patrols.  The Wardens can be contacted via the Bradford MDC Contact Centre at 01274 431000 or directly on 01274 434175.
In relation to Dog Bins, Mr Singh explained that specific Dog Bins are no longer provided.  However, members of the public are encouraged to dispose of dog mess in the normal waste bins, as long as it is placed in a sealed plastic bag.  Requests for additional waste bins should be made to Darren Parr in Cleansing Services.

Councillor Beale thanked Mr Singh for his attendance at the meeting and his valued input.
