· Councillor Rhodes read out correspondence received from Magna [Yorkshire] Investment Limited in response to the Town Council’s expression of concern regarding security at Dalton Mills.  It was pointed out that the company has put considerable resources into securing the building.  The Town Council was invited to attend a forthcoming meeting of Dalton Lane businesses, to discuss the matter further.

· An email from a concerned resident of the Waterside Fold Development in East Morton was considered.  It was explained that the play area on this site has fallen into a very poor state of repair.  It was pointed out that responsibility for this area must fall with either Bradford MDC or the original developer.  The Deputy Town Clerk was asked to contact the Planning Department to establish the agreements in place for this site.

· An email from Katy Green, Bradford MDC’s Festival Lights Manager was read out.  It was explained that the frame for the ‘shooting star’ light display, which is usually situated on the front of the Town Hall, has been damaged by general wear and tear.  It was explained that the Festive Lights Department could produce a replacement display at a cost of approximately £1,000.
