CORRESPONDENCE BROUGHT FORWARD:

· White Rose Update
Councillor Rhodes highlighted an article in the recent White Rose Update regarding the concept of the new Community Infrastructure Levy which is a discretionary power that local planning authorities can use to raise funds from developers alongside building projects.  From 6 April 2010 Section 106 Agreements will only be permitted if they are directly related to new developments.  Some YLCA branches had expressed concern about the changes and had invited a planning officer to speak to parish representatives about them. A discussion was had regarding the provision of play areas in recent developments in the area.

Councillor Rhodes explained that an announcement has also been made through the Update, that the Big Lottery Fund will simplify the process for grants up to £40,000.  It was agreed that the Town Clerk should bring these two issues to the attention of all members.
