	Councillor Dredge welcomed the opportunity to address the Town Council and looked forward to working in the future with members as he felt it important that District Councillors should not work on their own but in tandem.  Councillor Dredge had already had dealings with three members of the Town Councillors on issues affecting Keighley.  His aim was to fly the flag for Keighley in Bradford.

(c)  Police Officers
The new Divisional Commander for Keighley, Chief Superintendent Ian Kennedy, addressed the meeting.  His time in charge at Keighley had been a steep learning curve particularly as he did not know this part of the county very well.  He had quickly found it was an area of contrasts from the inner city wards to the south, to rich tory heartlands to the north.  In the middle of it all Keighley.   He was proud to be addressing the Council in the beautiful Council Chamber, so steeped in history in contrast to the new Police Station which did not come with quite the same sense of history or grandeur.  CS Kennedy was pleased to learn of the Council’s progressive and inspiring plans to take over the former Police Station building and turn it into a Civic Centre including a Police Contact Point, which could only be of benefit for this generation and for many more to come.

CS Kennedy thanked the Watch & Transport Committee for its help over the past two years in supporting Police initiatives.  He hoped that following the publication of the comprehensive spending review in the near future joint funding would continue to be discussed.  CS Kennedy spoke about the challenges faced the previous weekend when the demonstrations in Bradford were policed successfully.  Looking forward CS Kennedy’s priorities for Keighley and the rest of the division in the coming year would be quality of service, sustained efforts to reduce crime and a continuing focus on neighbourhood policing to build confidence and satisfaction by addressing the anti-social behaviour that blights the communities.

	SPECIAL PROJECTS UPDATE
Mr. Parry reported on the up to date position with the Police Station.  Secretary of State approval had been received and part of the monies were in the Bank; the rest would be obtained after Christmas.  The option to choose Interest only payment with the principal paid back after 50 years was not available under the Local Government Act 2003.  The terms of repayment would now be an Annuity with interest and principal of a minimum of one-fiftieth of the sum borrowed payable six monthly over 50 years.  This was a requirement under Schedule 1 para 3 of the LGA 2003 which covers Town and Parish Council borrowing.
The purchase of the building was moving towards completion.  Mr. Parry was awaiting final contracts to be drawn up and agreed.  There had been a slight delay with the acceptance from the Police Authority about the covenant.  As a result of the delay he had been limited in how much he could do to move things forward.   Mr. Parry had met with the Architects who had drawn up the first stage plans including fire and public area plans.
Mr. Parry indicated that he was working on two other projects and would be bringing in another one for the future which could mean another 40 to 200 more jobs in Keighley.  He had had meetings with established businesses and this could involve the use of the Harold Town building.

Mr. Parry’s last meeting was with the Chatsworth Trustees.  Wishes were expressed via the Estate Manager that the Duke and Duchess would like to go round the Police Station before work commences and after it was completed.  He added that there was massive support for Keighley Town Council and Keighley is very close to the Duke and Duchess.  They had also expressed the wish that if it could be achieved they would like to open the building and put themselves forward for this.

Comments were received regarding a recent letter in the Keighley News where clearly the writer had questioned why the Town Council was investing in the former Police Station “because they feel they should have a place to meet”.  It was sujggested that a letter must go from the Council explaining once again the whole range of activities that are going to be of benefit to the people of Keighley and how the project fits with ‘localism, localism, localism’ – the new Coalition Government’s initiative, and if the Council does not save the building there is no sign that anyone else would save it.
Questions were raised about members being kept informed particularly those not on Committees and the situation with regard to the Town Heritage Initiative.  It was understood that the bid had been put in on 31 August although Christine Kerrin had now retired and Mr. Parry had not been able to find out who had taken her place.  

The question of the Keighley silver being displayed was discussed.  Mr Parry indicated that he had had a meeting with Daru Rooke, the Curater of Cliffe Castle, who had indicated that as the building would conform so far as security was concerned he could see no reason for the silver not being displayed.

The Keighley coat of arms owned by Councillor B. Hudson was donated to the building with the suggestion that this was used to produce others for use on future buildings.
