	ITEMS BROUGHT FORWARD BY COMMITTEE CHAIRS WHICH HAVE IMPLICATIONS FOR OTHER COMMITTEES:

· Finance

Councillor Philip highlighted the progress which the Special Projects Co-ordinator was making and the implications on the Committees.  One committee had submitted a ‘shopping list’ of projects which were looked at by Councillor Philip and the Town Clerk and discussed with Mr. Parry.  It was agreed that the ongoing situation should be monitored by means of a book showing what projects were being put forward and the progress thereon.  It was questioned as to how information would be reported back to the Committees.

The launch of the Business in Action would be on the 17 December at the Spice House, the proceeds from which would go to the Mayor’s Charity.  The food was being provided free of charge and the raffle prizes, the entertainment had all been sponsored.  A booklet had been produced showing what projects were being put forward.  Meetings had been held with KVS who were very keen on the idea.  Projects would be assessed as and when they came in and consideration given to their viability.  Feedback would be through M&S  which in turn would feed back through the Committees.

The sponsorship request by Dial-a-ride would be considered at the Finance meeting on the 18th November.  However, Councillor Philip reminded M&S members that £5,000 was already committed out of the Sponshorship budget, leaving only £3,000 available

General Purposes

Councillor Rhodes said that consideration could be given for others to receive the Citizenship Award,  The Keighley flag was arriving shortly.  The sponsorship of Telephone Boxes would be discussed by the Committee when it met prior to Christmas.
· Allotments Report
