Alan Parry highlighted the work that he had done to get the project to this point.  He was commended on the tremendous amount of work he had done to date.  Members considered this to be a massive project which would be good for the Town Council and the regeneration of the town centre.
It was agreed that the Editor of the Keighley News be invited to meet with Alan Parry and the Mayor with a view to ensuring that he was given the correct information for use in an exclusive report in the paper on the 3 June.  There would be a press embargo until the 2 June and the document would be confidential to members under Standing Order 71 (1) and (2).  The Legal Adviser had suggested a four week consultation and this would be carried out through Committees and through questions or comments to the press.  An article in the Town Council magazine would also provide a means of consultation. The Finance Committee would be meeting the following evening when it would be proposed that a Sub-committee be formed to deal with all financial aspects of the Special Project as listed in the document.  The Sub Committee would meet on a weekly basis to obtain the relevant information for the Business Plan.  The Airedale Partnership had been involved with initial talks and considered the project as a fantastic opportunity for the town.
