	CLERK’S REPORT
· Storage
A discussion was had regarding the Town Council’s current storage requirements.  It was explained that the Russell Street Store is now almost full and this is in part due to the large amount of stationery goods, donated for distribution in the Community. · Allotments & Landscapes

· Finance
Councillor Philip raised the issue of the ‘Spending Challenge’ and potential benefits for the Town Council.
· General Purposes
Councillor Rhodes explained that Sheena Spence has now been appointed as the Chief Officer for YLCA, replacing Ian Strong.
The proposed closure of Keighley Courts at Bingley, is to be discussed as an agenda item at this week’s General Purposes Committee.  It is hoped that a letter of objection can be forward to the local MP and other interested parties, as a matter of urgency.

Councillor Rhodes expressed concern at the Allotments & Landscapes Committee’s proposal to take on responsibility for footpaths, which is stated within the Council’s Standing Orders was within the remit of the General Purposes Committee.

· Planning
Councillor B Hudson explained that Planning Enforcement Officers are currently dealing with the issues at the former Methodist Church Cemetery in Oakworth.  Officers will report back to the Council on developments.
Councillor B Hudson outlined the Committee’s ongoing frustration at poor quality plans and missing plans being provided by Bradford MDC’s Planning Department for consultation.  It was explained that at the last Committee Meeting, 6 out of 16 sets of plans were missing.  It was agreed that this matter should be raised at a high level with Bradford MDC Councillors and Officers.
· Strategy & Policy
Councillor J Newton circulated a briefing paper produced by Ringwood Town Council regarding a Student Advisor Scheme, which is run in association with the local school.  It was agreed that this briefing note should be circulated to all members for information and the matter should be referred for further consideration by the Strategy & Policy Committee.
Councillor J Newton requested that members be made aware of a series of documentation, recently produced by the Government.  It was agreed that a full list of the documents available should be circulated to all members and the documentation should be made available for members, through the Town Clerk’s office.

· Watch & Transport
The Town Clerk reported on a request received from Bradford MDC Civil Enforcement Officers, to finance head cameras for additional safety.  It was explained that this matter has been deferred for consideration by the Strategy & Policy Committee, due to concerns regarding double taxation.
