	ITEMS BROUGHT FORWARD BY COMMITTEE CHAIRS WHICH HAVE IMPLICATIONS FOR OTHER COMMITTEES:

· Finance

Councillor Philip  explained that the Finance Committee were still pursuing more information on Election costs.  He spoke about CRB checks and the requirements..

· General Purposes

Bronte School was being fenced off and was due for demolition in the very near future.  Councillor Rhodes spoke about his conversations with the curator of Cliffe Castle and the Keighley silverware.  They were keen for the silver to be on display and had identified two display cases which they thought would be suitable.  Tourist Information to be discussed.  BMDC were not issuing fines for litter etc.  Councillor Rhodes had spoken to Councillor Mitchell about tasking the PCSO to issue fines.  Baildon PC employed someone for 18 hours a week for litter picking, fines etc.  Letter from Graham Walker of the Youth Service requesting meeting with members on 11 August at 3 p.m.  The Youth Service would be highlighting what they are doing in Keighley.  With regard to Town Hall Square, the fencing was complete;  there was restricted access for people who wished to lay wreaths, flowers etc.  It was understood that the RBL had passed a motion that the gates be kept unlocked.  Councillor Rhodes indicated that there was the Garden of Remembrance also.
· Allotments Report

Nothing brought forward.

· Planning

190 houses West of North Dean Avenue were scheduled.  The Developers had given a presentation to the last meeting and many questions on water and problems with flooding had been raised.  The plans were due shortly.  It was understood that 106 money could be in the region of £160,000’  The Town Council should be an input into how this money was spent..

· Watch & Transport

Nothing brought forward.

· Strategy & Policy

Events Police to be discussed.  Councillor Wright had attended the Parish Liaison but had been disappointed that the first hour had been taken up with electronic planning consultations and the new protocol.  Councillor Wright had wished to talk about Joint Committees;  he had produced a document.

Bradford Council’s Children’s event had been run in tandem and it had worked well although no significant funding had been received.
