	KEIGHLEY CIVIC CENTRE AND SPECIAL PROJECTS UPDATE
Mr Parry provided an update on recent developments in relation to the Keighley Civic Centre.  It was explained that approval for change of use of the building has now been approved and full planning consent is expected within the next couple of weeks.  It was explained that five contractors have been selected, who will all shortly receive the tendering documents.  Mr Parry provided assurance that the contractor will be subject to penalty clause for time and budget constraints.  It was explained that confirmation is currently awaited regarding the status of the second round Lottery bid for north Street.  Once confirmation is received, Mr Parry will know whether an application for funding for the Civic Centre can be submitted.

A discussion was had regarding the misinformation and ill informed perception in some areas of the town, in relation to the Civic Centre.  It was suggested that an Information Stall/Display should be placed in the Airedale Shopping Centre or entrance to Keighley Market, to increase public understanding of the project.  It was suggested that members should also ensure that their local Neighbourhood Forum Meetings are used to inform the public of developments.  It was also suggested that the ‘Civic Centre’ be a standing agenda item at future Town Council Meetings to ensure that all members are fully informed.  Mr Parry explained a series of meetings with the local press have also been planned.
