PARISH LIAISON REPORT
(M&S)
The Town Clerk and Councillor S A Walker attended on behalf of the Council.  At the pre-meeting of the parishes those present agreed that the meeting should be formalised and a Chair elected. Councillor Huxley of Haworth, Stanbury & Cross Roads Parish Council was elected as the Chair and spokesman for the group..  The group agreed that the agenda was Bradford led and required more input from the parishes particularly with the Government’s ‘Localism’ agenda. .  It was agreed that a meeting be held prior to the next Parish Liaison with a view to discussing Agenda items for submission.  The Parish Charter will be discussed at the next Parish Liaison meeting.  Keighley had put forward its recommendations for certain changes.
Election Planning – Bradford had agreed to give the parishes £750 towards equipment.  The Town Clerk would be ordering  new laptop.
Stan Kidd – Discussed Big Plan 2 and was impressed by Keighley’s Town Plan.  The ‘Localism’ agenda was also discussed and the officer suggested that parishes contact him in the New Year to discuss the situation..
Elections – a briefing paper was still awaited from Sarah Kirk.  It was unclear which option Bradford Council would be adopting. A briefing note had been sent out in 2008 which recommended that Bradford Council would  pay 50% of the cost of Parish elections but in the Charter it stated that Bradford Council would pay the cost of By-election costs and the consumables where the elections were on the same day as the District Council elections.  A separate day for Parish elections has been discussed but NALC is lobbying for them to kept on the same day as the others in 2011.

KEIGHLEY CIVIC CENTRE & SPECIAL PROJECTS UPDATE

Mr. Parry reported that he was still working on an acceptance of the Town Council’s offer for the building from the Police.  This involved the Chatsworth Trustees and their agreement that the restricted covenant should not be removed.  It was anticipated that acceptance of the offer will be received this week.
Discussions are ongoing with partners, planners and architects though no official instructions can be given before contracts have been exchanged.  The current plan was tabled and discussed; Mr. Parry advised that it would be subject to further minor changes but a final plan would be available soon.
A group marketing plan with other Keighley museums is still being considered due to nil or low marketing budgets across the town.
