EXPLANATION AS TO THE CURRENT SITUATION

Councillor Mitchell provided an overview of recent developments.  It was explained that for the past two years, the Traffic [Advisory] Panel of Keighley Town Council has been the only group meeting formally to discuss traffic issues in Keighley.  

Senior Bradford Council Transport Engineer Aftab Rashid has recently informed of a request received from Bradford District Council Ward Members for an update on town centre traffic issues.  It has been suggested that members of the Traffic [Advisory] Panel meet with this group to avoid duplication for officers.  Mr Rashid has suggested that the Panel identify representatives for this purpose.

It was agreed that the Panel’s concerns regarding inactivity in addressing town centre traffic issues, should be highlighted with Bradford District Councillors and Officers.

2010/11 (TAdPl)
TO ASSESS THE TEMPORARY PARTIAL ONE WAY TRAFFIC FLOW DURING THE EAST PARADE PIPELINE WORKS

Councillor Mitchell circulated comments received from Mr A Goater and Mr M Walker regarding this matter.  The general consensus of the meeting was that the temporary arrangement had been successful in keeping traffic moving.  Councillor Mitchell echoed this view by confirming that no derogatory comments had been received by the Town Council.

It was agreed that the Panel would be interested to see any data resulting from the promised monitoring of the temporary arrangement.

2010/12 (TAdPl)
TO DECIDE RECOMMENDATIONS TO BE PUT TO BRADFORD COUNCIL

The following recommendations were agreed for discussions and consultation with Traffic Engineers:

· The dualling of Hard Ings Road should be addressed as an absolute priority.

· An inner one-way clockwise traffic flow would be requested for the triangle of East Parade, Hanover Street and Cavendish Street.

· Bradford Road should remain two-way from the bottom of Cavendish Street to the B&Q/Beeches roundabout.

· Worth Way should be one-way southbound from Hanover Street to South Street and the option of a right turn from South Street into Worth Way should be removed.

· Traffic should remain two-way on South Street towards High Street.

· One-way northbound traffic flow should be introduced from the High Street roundabout along North Street to the top of Cavendish Street.

· Cavendish Street should be one-way eastbound from the Library towards East Parade with a contraflow bus lane westbound towards the Bus Station.

· North Street should remain two-way from the top of Cavendish Street to the Cliffe Castle roundabout.

· Two lanes of traffic should run the length of North Street, northbound in the Skipton direction.

· The Panel would request consideration of a reduction in the overall number of traffic lights in the town centre.

2010/13 (TAdPl)
TO AGREE REPRESENTATIVES FROM THE PANEL TO MEET BRADFORD COUNCIL
It was agreed that Mr Revill, Mr Hastings, Mr Marklew and Councillor Mitchell would represent the Traffic [Advisory] Panel at the forthcoming meeting with Bradford MDC.
