POLICE REPORT

Sergeant Simpson addressed the meeting and explained that Sergeant Fox has been tasked with arranging an on-site meeting to look at security at the Guardhouse Allotments.  Inspector Horner is currently looking at potential initiatives to improve standards of driving in Keighley Town Centre.  Councillor Mitchell suggested that the Police use the Town Council Magazine to publicise such an initiative.  Councillor Mitchell said he has spoken to Bradford MDC’s Parking Enforcement Officers following concern expressed at the last meeting regarding taxi causing problems outside the banks on North Street.
In response to a request made at the last meeting, Sergeant Simpson talked through an update report on the Oakworth area, supplied by Sergeant Watson.  It was explained that several on-going issues are currently being addressed.  Sergeant Watson is concerned that problems of youth anti-social behaviour may be resurfacing.  It is hoped that additional patrols and a monitoring of the situation can help to prevent the problem escalating.  Crime statistics for Oakworth between 6 September and 4 October, show 4 recorded crimes.

A speedwatch exercise is planned to enforce the new 20 mph zone in Oakworth.  Due to speedwatch being labour- intensive it is not envisage that this will be a regular exercise and it is hoped that the 20mph zone will be self- policing.  Councillor Mitchell offered the Oakworth Ward Councillors to assist with speedwatch.  Councillor Metcalf expressed concern at speeding further down Oakworth Road, close to the junction with Goose Cote Lane, particularly early in the morning.  Sergeant Simpson offered to arrange a speedwatch exercise in this area and explained that the Police now have a ‘black box’ radar equipment available to monitor traffic speeds and patterns.  The black box can fixed to a lamppost in a specific area for a period of two weeks.  It was suggested that this exercise should be undertaken in this area.  Councillor Akhtar also asked that it be used in the Emily Street / Lawkholme Lane area.  Councillor Zaman asked that the Ward Councillors be involved in a speedwatch exercise in this area, as there has been a lot of concern from local residents regarding speeding in this area.
In relation to crime figures for the whole of the Keighley area, Sergeant Simpson explained that the following crime numbers have been reported in the past four weeks:

Sergeant Simpson explained that a lot of work has been undertaken recently to address anti-social behaviour and street drinking in the Town Centre.  A number of interim ASBOs have recently been served on prolific street drinkers.  Breaches of these orders are currently being addressed and it is felt that this problem is reducing.  The Police are also working closely with Project 6 to help to identify people who are drug and alcohol dependant and in need of help.  The Police have recently secured additional funding to undertake drugs work and will be taking drugs dogs into pubs in the Town Centre.
Operations are also in place to tackle the persistent problem of scrap theft.  The Police are working with Bradford MDC to look at licensing for scrap metal merchants.  Councillor Metcalf expressed concern at problems cause by large vehicles parked by the Scrap Yard in Lawkholme Lane.  It was suggested that this company is asked to make holding arrangements to prevent vehicles blocking the road.
Sergeant Simpson was asked when PCSOs will be in a position to give fixed penalty notices for dog fouling.  Sergeant Simpson agreed to look into this and report back.  Councillor Mitchell asked Sergeant Simpson to remind Inspector Horner that funding may be available through The Watch & Transport Committee for any specific project, which the Police may wish to undertake.
