GROVE MILLS DEVELOPMENT

Mr Verity and Mr Steele attended the meeting to update on the proposed developments at Grove Mills and also to explained the reasons behind the demolition of the mill buildings.

It was explained that plans for the South side of the Grove Mills Development are now fixed and building has now begun.  Attention has now turned to the North side of the development, a planning application for which will be submitted in due course.  It was explained that the market has changed since the original application was submitted in 2005.  The company put a lot of effort in to looking at the viability of converting the mill buildings into flats or town house.  However, in today’s market these options were just not viable and it was agreed that the mill buildings would be demolished to make way for three bedroom terrace house, which are a viable option.  Illustrations of these proposed developments were circulated for information. Mr Verity clarify that the remaining mill building will not be demolished and will be used as offices.   It was also explained that the plans will not change, once the planning application has been submitted.

Concern was expressed regarding the potential impact on the Keighley & Worth Valley Railway.  The Committee asked that Skipton Properties remain aware of this popular tourist attraction in any development.
