Councillor B Hudson told the Planning Committee that Dockroyd Cemetery had been brought as a development project for housing.  The developer had pulled down the entrance gates and wall and cut down trees and left the area in a mess.  He was fined £4,000 in court and ordered to replace the wall.  Bradford Enforcement stated that to replace the wall it would cost £15,000.  Friends of Oakworth Park would like to take over the graveyard and tidy it up but £15,000 is a lot of money.  A letter to be sent to the Area Planning Panel stating that Councillor B Hudson would like to speak on this matter when it goes to panel.
