It is proposed to demolish the building but it has 

to be shown that the building is not viable.  There is planning permission for flats and 

bollards will be placed at the back of the buildings to prevent a rat run.  It is proposed to 

write to local residents asking for comments.

planning application.   He declared an interest in the application as he uses 



Copperwaite Fleet Management as the MOT centre for his vehicle.  He stated 



that whilst he appreciates the concerns of local residents regarding the 




woodland, Copperwaite’s MOT centre is very important for the transport 




economy of Keighley and a highly valued local service.  



Councillor Brooksbank came to the Planning Committee meeting to speak 



against the above planning application. She stated that the land was given to the 



people of Keighley in 1926 by the Duke of Devonshire.  That there is a variety of 



wildlife in the woods including bats, which are a protected species.  There are 



public footpaths across the land which are used by local residents.  She stated 



that the countryside is very important and we must do all we can to protect it.  It 



was suggested that alternative premises are made available for Copperwaite 



Fleet Management to enable them to carry on with their very valuable work. 



There are many empty sites within Keighley which would be suitable for MOT 



testing but that encroaching on the woodland for this purpose would be the 



wrong thing to do.
