Inspector Horner explained that the recent Police Station Open Day had been a success and is now established as an annual event.  The Town Council was thanked for its sponsorship of the Park & Ride bus service on the day.

Inspector Horner indicated that he would be happy to arrange secure number plate fixing sessions in the Community, if members request this for their Ward areas.

The Chief Constable of West Yorkshire had visited Keighley on 18 August, as part of the ‘Here for Good’ campaign.  Reassurance has been given that Neighbourhood Policing Teams are here to stay, in spite of planned funding cuts.

Councillor Mitchell commented on standards of driving in Keighley. Members and Inspector Horner agreed it would be worth considering some form of ‘Better Driving’ campaign and Inspector Horner agreed to give this further thought.  Councillor Pedley highlighted concerns regarding taxis stopping outside Natwest and Barclays Banks in the evenings, causing a hazard.  It was agreed that Councillor Mitchell would highlight this issue with Bradford MDC’s Civil Enforcement Officers.

REQUEST FROM ALLOTMENTS & LANDSCAPES COMMITTEE TO ADVISE ON SECURITY AT GUARD HOUSE ALLOTMENTS

Councillor Mitchell explained that the Allotments & Landscapes Committee has recently made a considerable investment in the Guardhouse Allotment site and is now keen to ensure that the site is secured from fly tipping and anti-social behaviour.  It was agreed that Inspector Horner would arrange for an appropriate site visit to be undertaken.

ADDITIONAL PROVISION OF GRIT BINS WITHIN PARISH

Requests had been previously noted for bins at:- Mornington Street; Highfield Community Centre; Shann Park; High Spring Road/Low Spring Road; East Avenue and Strawberry Street.

Councillor Mitchell provided an overview of the situation regarding grit bins to date.  District Councillor Hussain explained that £6,000 has been allocated from the Ward Initiative Fund to provide additional grit bins in Keighley Central Ward.  It is hoped that this funding can provide up to 20 grit bins, which will be located primarily in public places such as Churches, Mosques and Community Centres.  It was agreed that Central Ward Town Councillors and the Chair of The Watch & Transport Committee would meet District Councillors to identify the location of additional grit bins in Central Ward.  District Councillor Hussain was thanked for his attendance and offer of partnership working.

New requests had been received from Members and Public for bins at:- Braithwaite Village; Aireville Close/Greenhead Lane; Leach Road/Leach Way; Dendrum Close, off Racemore Lane; and Town Hall Square; and it was agreed that the Committee would decide where additional grit bins in the Parish (outside Central Ward) should be located, at the next meeting.
