· Representatives from the Disability Sports Academy who took part in the Special Olympics World Games held in Athens, Greece.

Mr Thorne attended the meeting along with three successful athletes, who have attended the Disability Sports Academy over the past four years.  The Town Council and Bradford Council were thanked for their ongoing support, which has helped the Academy to be so successful.  It was explained that the Academy now involves over 400 people, aged 8 to 80 years.  The athletes were congratulated on their efforts and achievements.

· Members of Holden Hall Action Group [HHAG].

Two members of the Holden Hall Action Group attended the meeting to provide an update on the current situation regarding the future of Holden Hall, in Oakworth.  It was explained that Bradford Council’s initial budget for 2011/2012 including a cut of £8,000, meaning the closure of Holden Hall.  A mass meeting was held earlier in the year and it was agreed that the building should remain open, in the short term at least.  The Holden Hall Action Group is now looking at creating a ‘Friends of’ Group, to secure the long term future of the building.  The Town Council was asked to support the group in its actions going forward.

· Rev J Pritchard re protection of memorial window at All Saints, Highfield.

Reverend Pritchard of All Saints Church, Highfield attended the meeting to inform the Town Council of the situation regarding memorial window at the Church.  It was explained that the window which was erected in 1917, is a special treasure for Keighley.  Unfortunately, the window has suffered some damage in recent years and now requires £1,500 of work to repair and protect the window from further damage.  It was explained that the British Legion have offered their support but further financial support is required.  Reverend Pritchard was thanked for bringing this matter to the Town Council’s attention.  It was agreed that the matter should be referred for further consideration by the General Purposes Committee.

	REPORT ON THE TOWN HERITAGE INITIATIVE IN RELATION TO THE CIVIC CENTRE BY THE SPECIAL PROJECTS CO-ORDINATOR, ALAN PARRY

Mr Parry explained that in response to a request for him to make enquiries regarding potential expansion facilities for the Town Council, he has found that the extension to the Library is not available and has been earmarked for Bradford MDC staff.  Mr Parry has asked that Bradford MDC Asset Management look to nominate potential office space for the Town Council, as part of their ongoing review.

In relation to the Civic Centre, it was explained that the building work is currently running on time and to budget.  The Conservation Panel and Lottery Panel have now approved the project and proposals are now set to be considered by Keighley Area Committee at its meeting on 22 September.

Mr Parry explained that he has been approached by Bradford MDC Officers to enquire if the Town Council would be interested in taking on the two shire horses, which are currently part of the ‘Horses at Work’ feature at Bradford Industrial Museum.  Bradford MDC has withdrawn funding for this project and a new home is now being sought for the animals.  It has been suggested that the horses could be used to pull the horse drawn black maria, which the Council is due to take delivery of in February.  It was explained that the horses would be supplied with all the necessary equipment and can be cared for at a cost of £10,000 per year.  Mr Parry explained that he has already spoken to companies who may be interested in sponsorship of the horses.
