Paul North – Airedale Partnership
Mr North thanked the Town Council for the opportunity to address the meeting, he explained that he has been looking after the Airedale and Manningham areas since November 2009.  Mr North explained that the main reason he wanted to address the meeting, was to update on important developments in relation to the soon to be vacated Keighley College buildings.  It was explained that the existing facilities were identified as no longer fit for purpose for use by the College.  The College is currently in the process of migrating to the new building at Dalton Lane, with a view to the building opening in September 2010.   
Mr North explained that Yorkshire Forward supplied Bradford MDC with the funding to purchase the existing buildings at Cavendish Street, North Street and the Harold Town Building.  This step was taken in recognition of the importance, particularly of the Town Centre site.  The funding was provided to help facilitate the buildings being used for economic use.  
A public consultation in early 2009 indicated that the people of Keighley would like to see a mixed use development on this site and were keen to see the retention of some of the older buildings on North Street.  Mr North explained that the recession has affected the situation, however there is still some development interest in the sites.  Officers are currently in the process of assessing all viable options, before putting together a proposal for consideration by Yorkshire Forward.

Mr North explained that issues regarding utility services and appropriate security for when the buildings are empty, are yet to be addressed.  Concern was expressed that the buildings are very visible in the Town Centre and would have a detrimental affect on investment in the town, if they were to fall into disrepair.  Mr North provided reassurance that officers are keen to ensure that this does not happen.  

Questions were asked regarding the possibility of locating the proposed Health and Wellbeing Centre on this site.  Mr North outlined his understanding that Bradford & Airedale PCT are currently in the process of public consultation regarding this matter.  The Airedale Partnership would be happy to enter discussions with any interested parties, however a change from economic uses would require negotiation with Yorkshire Forward.

Concern was expressed that the Town Council does not have appropriate representation on the Airedale Partnership, unlike the District Council, which is represented.  Mr North provided reassurance that he would be keen to involve the Town Council and hear views and suggestions from members.  It was explained that the Partnership is private led, with support from Bradford MDC.  Mr North agreed to discuss this matter with the Partnership.
