· Keighley Ukrainian Society
Mr Lajszczuk introduced himself to the meeting and thanked the Town Council for the opportunity to speak.  It was explained that four years ago Keighley Town Council become the first Council in the UK, to recognise the Ukrainian Famine on its 75th Anniversary.  The recent event to mark the 20th Anniversary of Independence from the Soviet Union was attended by several Town Councillors.  At this event it was suggested by Councillor Andrea Walker that the Town Council should consider placing a memorial in Keighley Town Centre, as a statement against all genocide.  It was suggested that this could be arranged for 2012, to coincide with the 80th Anniversary of the Ukrainian Famine.  It was agreed that this matter should be referred for further consideration by the General Purposes Committee.
It was explained that Councillors Roberts and A Wright were recently welcomed on their visit to Liviv in the Ukraine.  Councillor A Wright in particular was welcomed at a Civic Reception at the City Hall.  Mr Lajszczuk explained that Liviv City Council is very keen to develop further links with Keighley.  It was suggested that twinning between the two towns be considered.
· Drugs & Alcohol Treatment in Keighley
Vicki and Nav introduced themselves to the meeting as workers from Project 6, a voluntary sector organization which has been working with substance misusers in Keighley and their families, for over 20 years.  Vicki explained that Project 6 offers a comprehensive programme of 1:1 support, structured recovery programmes and aftercare.  Nav explained that Project 6 has undertaken a lot of community work, breaking down barriers particularly in the South Asian Community. 
Project 6 aims to reintegrate people back into the Community and has high success rates for this.  However, amongst those people who do relapse loneliness and isolation is often stated as a cause.  Project 6 is now keen to develop a recovery community, which could be of huge benefit to Keighley as a whole.  It is hoped that as many agencies and organisations can be involved in this as possible and it is hoped that a Recovery Forum can be established and  launched at an event planned for Thursday 1 December, 6.00pm to 8.00pm at Project 6’s Recovery Centre.  Town Council members were invited to attend this meeting and get as involved as possible.

In response to questioning from members, Vicki explained that Project 6 do undertake preventative work within Community, as appropriate, despite not being directly funded to do this work.

	CIVIC CENTRE REPORT
Mr Parry explained that the Civic Centre Development is progressing well.  The internal development works are now complete, with internal decorating due to commence shortly.  Work will commence on the restoration of the outside of the building on Wednesday 12 October.  It is envisaged that work on the building will be completed by the end of November, ready for handover to the Town Council for final fit out.  It is envisaged that building will be officially opened, possibly with a Royal visit in April.  Councillor B Hudson explained that the Planning Committee were very impressed with a recent tour of the building.
In relation to discussions regarding the possibility of Keighley Town Council taking on Bradford MDC’s Horse at Work, Mr Parry explained that he has been informed by Bradford MDC that a decision on this matter was required by the 6 October.  Mr Parry explained that unfortunately in the past 4 weeks, it has only been possible to secure £1,500 per year of sponsorship funding, whilst a minimum of £15,000 per year would be required to fund this.  A show hands in Council decided that this matter should not be pursued further.
